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Battle of the Bands: 2009 Total Resource Campaign
House Rules
I. All Bands must 1) name their bands, 2) appoint their managers, 3) assemble their players and 4) provide email addresses and phone numbers for each by the close of business Friday, March 13th.
II. All Bands must schedule and participate in a one-hour training at the Chamber, either from 10:00 to 11:00 am or 2:00 to 3:00 pm, Monday, March 16th through Friday, March 20th.

III. Legends (Veterans) Exclusive Pre-sales Period begins 12:00 p.m. with lunch at the Chamber. It concludes at 12:00 p.m., Wednesday, April 8th. During this period, participating Legends will have the opportunity to resell eligible sponsorships they sold during the 2008 campaign to the original purchaser. Once the Pre-sales Period concludes, if a sponsorship remains unsold, it is fair game for all participants.

IV. The Battle of the Bands Tour begins at 12:00 p.m., Wednesday, April 8th and concludes at 12:00 p.m., Wednesday, May 6th. 
V. Frontmen/women, Managers and Players must RSVP for each event to ensure an accurate food order.

VI. Royalties (commissions), prizes and recognition will be based on individual and team collected income derived from new member investments and sales of Chamber products, media and sponsorships.

VII. Renewals – Memberships, Enhanced Web Listings, Stock in the Rock investments – are not eligible for the competition.

VIII. In-kind sponsorship values count toward team totals, but are not commissionable.

IX. If a participant provides a completed Lead Form which the Chamber’s Membership Account Executives convert into a sale, the participant will be credited with the sale. While Membership Account Executives will assist in closing all membership sales, volunteers are encouraged to participate in the process to improve chances of success. In the event two or more leads are turned in for the same prospect, preference will be given to the first in.

X. To be recorded, all new membership sales must be accompanied by a completed application and payment in full.

XI. For campaign credit, all completed and signed Product & Sponsorship Agreements must be turned in, emailed or faxed to Gary Newton at gnewton@littlerockchamber.com or 374.6018.

XII. Bands and Players will receive credit for all signed Product & Sponsorship Agreements, but no royalties (commissions) will be paid or prizes awarded until payment is collected.

XIII. Ten (10) % royalties will be paid on all collected payments at the conclusion of the campaign. For payments arriving after the campaign, royalties will be paid as collected on a monthly basis.
XIV. Bonus prizes will be awarded based on total collected production at the conclusion of the campaign. Players may opt to collect royalties and prizes at any time, but forfeit royalties and prizes on future collections.
XV. No royalties or prize will be issued unless the volunteer has a completed W-9 on file with the Chamber.

XVI. Weekly standings and the appropriate recognition will be determined by completed and signed forms and new member payments received by the close of business the day before each Gig.
XVII. Final sales (with accompanying completed forms and payment) must be turned in to the Chamber by 12:00 p.m., Thursday, May 6th to be considered for overall campaign team and individual awards.
XVIII. The Battle of the Bands will conclude at 12:00 pm, Wednesday, May 6th. Unlike past years, the campaign will not be extended.
XIX. All Players earning royalties and/or prizes in excess of $600 in 2009 will be issued a 1099.
XX. The Chamber reserves the right to refuse any sale.
